1. In line with the Department of Education's thrust to promote literacy and
lifelong leaming, the Schools Division of Siargao will culminate the Litcracy
Month Celebratlon on September 29, 20]25. This year's celebration aims to
foster creativity, critical thinking, and a love for reading among learners

through engagrng and meaningful activities.
2. The objectives of this activity are to:

a. enhance leamers'and adults' comprehension and appreciation of literary
texts by engag:ng them in creative activities that require interpretation,
characterization, and performance, thereby deepening their understanding
of story elements and themes.

b . develop learners' and adults ' language proficienry and critical thinking skills
through interactive word-based games that promote vocabula-ry eorichment,
spelling accuracy, and analytical re asoning in a fun and competitive
environment.

c. foster self-confidence, collaboration, and expressive communication by
providing opportunities for lea.rners and adults to perforrn in front of an
audience, work in teams, and articulate ideas clearly through dramatized
readings and character portrayals.

3. The culmination program will feature the following key activities:
A. Story Charactcr Farhlon Show (Classic litemture Charaders or

Pitipino Folk Tale Clnracters) in a simple uersion set-up (Minimal
Mateials like use euerydag clatles and. accessories, paper crou)rts'
satrues, lnts from lame, cardboard. props and signs, face paints or
simple make-ups
L€arners, teachers, School Heads and Non-Teaching personnel wili
dress up as their favorite literaqr characters and present a short
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introduction about the character they are portraying, highlighting the
character's traits and their significance in the story.

B. Word Games
Fun and educational word-based competitions such as spelling bees,

crossword challenges, and vocabulary relays will be conducted to
enhance learners' language skills.

C. Rcader's Theater
Selected groups will perform dramatic readings of literary texts (to be

prouided bg tlrc Sclwol Heo.d^s or Language Teacter), emphasizing
expression, fluency, and comprehension.

D. Poetical Joust/Debate (Format Variations: Classic Poetry
Joust/ Collaboratiue Poetical Battle/ Tlrcmed-Poetry Debate)
Participants present opposing viewpoints through original poems,

creating an engaging blend of literary skill, critical thinking, and
performance art.

4. A1l public and private elementary and secondary schools and Division Office are

encouraged to do school/office-based celebration. Participation should be

inclusive and representative of diverse learners.
